THE CHALLENGES:
® The core concepts around which this resource has
been built are to enhance pupil understanding
and knowledge of the need to be vigilant and

determined in our protection of planet Earth.

® There's also a focus on British Science Week and
its 2023 theme, ‘Connections’.

¢ These themes can be easily adapted to a Lunch
Time or After School Club setting.

¢ This year's British Science Week theme -
‘Connections’ - can become a valuable club
theme.

* With your guidance and the British Science Week
website, your pupils can gain important insights
into critical environmental themes.

* An interesting (and perhaps more challenging)
use of the club setting, is to use pupils’ Bug Hotel
blueprints (from Lesson 5) as a Design and Build
project.

¢ This would culminate in the production of one or
more Bug Hotels for pupils to take home and use
in their own gardens, balconies, or other spaces
- or in the school grounds as a focus for further
study and research.

e The Club could also offer opportunities for wider
and deeper exploration of ways of supporting
nature; increasing their horticultural skills for
example and/or giving the club a strong
Nature Club core theme.
