Phase 1: Introduction  
Teacher shows short clip of a Teen Titans Go! cartoon 
e.g. ‘What has been your weakness/What has been 
your biggest fear’. (Lesson 4 presentation page 2; 
see Teacher Guide).

Phase 2:  
Teacher asks pupils to name famous people or 
people they know who overcame adversity, e.g. 
Albert Einstein didn’t speak until he was 4 years old.

Phase 3:  
Teacher tasks pupils to write about a problem 
they’ve faced up to, including:
•	 What was the problem?
•	 Why did the problem develop in the way it did?
•	 How did you resolve it?
•	 How did you feel afterwards?

Phase 4: Wrap-up 
Pupils offered the opportunity (if they wish) to:
•	 Share their account with the whole class.
•	 Further develop their Teen Titans Go!  

Competition entry.
